On January 6, 2026, Broadcom Inc. (the “Company”) entered into an underwriting agreement (the “Underwriting Agreement”) with BofA Securities, Inc. and J.P. Morgan Securities LLC, acting for themselves and as representatives of the several underwriters named therein (collectively, the “Underwriters”), pursuant to which the Company agreed to issue and sell to the Underwriters $4,500,000,000 aggregate principal amount of its senior notes, consisting of $750,000,000 aggregate principal amount of its 4.300% senior notes due 2031 (the “2031 Notes”), $1,250,000,000 aggregate principal amount of its 4.600% senior notes due 2033 (the “2033 Notes”), $1,250,000,000 aggregate principal amount of its 4.950% senior notes due 2036 (the “2036 Notes”) and $1,250,000,000 aggregate principal amount of its 5.700% senior notes due 2056 (the “2056 Notes” and together with the 2031 Notes, the 2033 Notes and the 2036 Notes, the “Notes”).

The Notes were registered under the Securities Act of 1933, as amended (the “Act”), pursuant to the Company’s registration statement on Form S-3ASR (File No. 333-280715) (the “Registration Statement”), dated July 8, 2024. On January 8, 2026, the Company filed with the U.S. Securities and Exchange Commission (the “SEC”) a prospectus supplement (the “Prospectus Supplement”), containing the final terms of the Notes pursuant to Rule 424(b)(2) of the Act. The Notes were sold pursuant to the Underwriting Agreement and were issued pursuant to the Prospectus Supplement. The Notes are governed by the Indenture, dated July 12, 2024 (the “Base Indenture”), between the Company and Wilmington Trust, National Association, as trustee (the “Trustee”), as supplemented by the Supplemental Indenture No. 6, dated January 13, 2026 (the “Supplemental Indenture”), between the Company and the Trustee.

The 2031 Notes will mature on January 15, 2031, the 2033 Notes will mature on January 15, 2033, the 2036 Notes will mature on January 15, 2036 and the 2056 Notes will mature on January 15, 2056. The Notes are unsecured, unsubordinated obligations of the Company and will rank equally in right of payment with all of the Company’s existing and future unsecured, unsubordinated indebtedness, liabilities and other obligations. The Notes will not be guaranteed by any of the Company’s subsidiaries and will therefore be structurally subordinated to the indebtedness and other liabilities of the Company’s subsidiaries.

The Company expects to use the net proceeds from the sale of the Notes for general corporate purposes and for repayment of debt. In connection with such repayment, on January 7, 2026, (x) the Company provided notice to holders of (i) the outstanding 4.110% Senior Notes due 2028 (the “4.110% Notes”), issued pursuant to that certain Indenture, dated as of May 21, 2020 (as amended, supplemented or otherwise modified from time to time with respect to the 4.110% Notes, the “4.110% Indenture”), by and between the Company and Wilmington Trust, National Association, (ii) the outstanding 4.150% Senior Notes due 2028 (the “4.150% Notes”), issued pursuant to the Base Indenture (as amended, supplemented or otherwise modified from time to time with respect to the 4.150% Notes, the “4.150% Indenture”) and (iii) the outstanding 5.050% Senior Notes due 2027 (the “5.050% Notes”), issued pursuant to the Base Indenture (as amended, supplemented or otherwise modified from time to time with respect to the 5.050% Notes, the “5.050% Indenture”) and (y) the Company’s subsidiary VMware LLC (f/k/a VMware, Inc.) (“VMware”) gave notice to holders of its outstanding 3.900% Senior Notes due 2027 (the “3.900% Notes” and, together with the 4.110% Notes, the 4.150% Notes and the 5.050% Notes, collectively the “Redeemed Notes”) issued pursuant to that certain Indenture, dated as of August 21, 2017 (as amended, supplemented or otherwise modified from time to time with respect to the 3.900% Notes, the “3.900% Indenture” and, together with the 4.110% Indenture, the 4.150% Indenture and the 5.050% Indenture, each an “Indenture”), by and between VMware and The Bank of New York Mellon Trust Company, N.A., that, in the case of the 4.110% Notes, on January 22, 2026, in the case of the 4.150% Notes and the 5.050% Notes, on January 17, 2026, and in the case of the 3.900% Notes, on February 6, 2026 (each date, a “Redemption Date”), the Company or VMware, as applicable, will redeem an aggregate principal amount of $1,118,175,000 of 4.110% Notes outstanding, an aggregate principal amount of $875,000,000 of 4.150% Notes outstanding, an aggregate principal amount of $757,000,000 of 5.050% Notes outstanding and an aggregate principal amount of $1,250,000,000 of 3.900% Notes outstanding, which, in the case of the 4.110% Notes, the 4.150% Notes and the 3.900% Notes, comprises the full aggregate principal amount of Redeemed Notes outstanding under such series.

Each series of Redeemed Notes will be redeemed at a redemption price equal to the greater of (x) 100% of the principal amount of the Redeemed Notes to be redeemed and (y) the sum of the present values of the remaining scheduled payments of principal and interest thereon assuming the Redeemed Notes matured on the respective Par Call Date (as defined in the respective Indenture), discounted to the respective Redemption Date on a semi-annual basis at the Treasury Rate (as defined in the respective Indenture) plus, in the case of the 4.110% Notes, 50 basis

points, in the case of the 4.150% Notes, 10 basis points, in the case of the 5.050% Notes, 10 basis points and, in the case of the 3.900% Notes, 25 basis points, plus accrued and unpaid interest to, but excluding, the applicable Redemption Date in accordance with the terms of the applicable Indenture for such series of Redeemed Notes.[image: ]

Broadcom Inc., a Delaware corporation (the “Issuer”), proposes to issue and sell, subject to the terms and conditions stated herein, to BofA Securities, Inc., J.P. Morgan Securities LLC and the other several Underwriters named in Schedule A (each, an “Underwriter” and collectively, the “Underwriters”) acting severally and not jointly, the respective amounts set forth in such Schedule A of $750,000,000 aggregate principal amount of the 4.300% Senior Notes due 2031 (the “2031 Notes”), $1,250,000,000 aggregate principal amount of the 4.600% Senior Notes due 2033 (the “2033 Notes”), $1,250,000,000 aggregate principal amount of the 4.950% Senior Notes due 2036 (the “2036 Notes”) and $1,250,000,000 aggregate principal amount of the 5.700% Senior Notes due 2056 (the “2056 Notes” and, together with the 2031 Notes, the 2033 Notes and the 2036 Notes, the “Notes”), in each case, issued by the Issuer. BofA Securities, Inc. and J.P. Morgan Securities LLC have agreed to act as the representatives of the several Underwriters (the “Representatives”) in connection with the offering and sale of the Notes.

The Notes will be issued pursuant to an indenture, dated as of July 12, 2024 (the “Base Indenture”), between the Issuer and Wilmington Trust, National Association, as trustee (the “Trustee”). Certain terms of the Notes will be established pursuant to a supplemental indenture to be dated as of January 13, 2026 (the “Supplemental Indenture”) to the Base Indenture (together with the Base Indenture, the “Indenture”).

The Issuer has filed with the Securities and Exchange Commission (the “Commission”) an “automatic shelf registration statement,” as defined under Rule 405 (“Rule 405”) under the Securities Act of 1933, as amended (the “1933 Act”), on Form S-3 (File No. 333-280715) covering the public offering and sale of certain securities of the Issuer, including the Notes, under the 1933 Act and the rules and regulations promulgated thereunder (the “1933 Act Regulations”), which automatic shelf registration statement became effective under Rule 462(e) of the 1933 Act Regulations (“Rule 462(e)”). Such registration statement, as of any time, means such registration

statement as amended by any post-effective amendments thereto at such time, including the exhibits and any schedules thereto at such time, the documents incorporated or deemed to be incorporated by reference therein at such time pursuant to Item 12 of Form S-3 under the 1933 Act and the documents otherwise deemed to be a part thereof as of such time pursuant to Rule 430B of the 1933 Act Regulations (“[image: ]Rule 430B”), is referred to herein as the “Registration Statement”; provided, however, that the “Registration Statement” without reference to a time means such registration statement as amended by any post-effective amendments thereto as of the Applicable Time (as defined below). Each preliminary prospectus supplement and the base prospectus used in connection with the offering of the Notes, including the documents incorporated or deemed to be incorporated by reference therein pursuant to Item 12 of Form S-3 under the 1933 Act immediately prior to the Applicable Time, are collectively referred to herein as a “preliminary prospectus.” Promptly after execution and delivery of this Agreement, the Issuer will prepare and file a final prospectus supplement (the “Final Prospectus”) relating to the Notes in accordance with the provisions of Rule 424(b) of the 1933 Act Regulations (“Rule 424(b)”). The Final Prospectus and the base prospectus, including the documents incorporated or deemed to be incorporated by reference therein pursuant to Item 12 of Form S-3 under the 1933 Act immediately prior to the Applicable Time, are collectively referred to herein as the “Prospectus.” For purposes of this Agreement, all references to the Registration Statement, the preliminary prospectus or the Prospectus or any amendment or supplement thereto shall be deemed to include the copy filed with the Commission pursuant to its Electronic Data Gathering, Analysis and Retrieval system (or any successor system) (“EDGAR”).

This Agreement, the Notes and the Indenture are referred to herein as the “Transaction Documents.”

All references in this Agreement to financial statements and schedules and other information which is “contained,” “included” or “stated” (or other references of like import) in the Registration Statement, the preliminary prospectus or the Prospectus shall be deemed to include all such financial statements and schedules and other information incorporated or deemed to be incorporated by reference in the Registration Statement pursuant to the 1933 Act Regulations, the preliminary prospectus or the Prospectus, as the case may be, prior to the Applicable Time; and all references in this Agreement to amendments or supplements to the Registration Statement, the preliminary prospectus or the Prospectus shall be deemed to include the filing of any document under the Securities Exchange Act of 1934, as amended (the “1934 Act”), and the rules and regulations promulgated thereunder (the “1934 Act Regulations”) incorporated or deemed to be incorporated by reference in the Registration Statement pursuant to the 1933 Act Regulations, such preliminary prospectus or the Prospectus, as the case may be, at or after the Applicable Time.

As used in this Agreement:

“Applicable Time” means 3:30 P.M., New York City time, on January 6, 2026.

“General Disclosure Package” means each Issuer General Use Free Writing Prospectus and the preliminary prospectus (including any documents incorporated therein by reference), all considered together, that have been made available to prospective investors prior to the Applicable Time.
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“[image: ]Issuer Free Writing Prospectus” means any “issuer free writing prospectus,” as defined in Rule 433 of the 1933 Act Regulations (“Rule 433”), including, without limitation, any “free writing prospectus” (as defined in Rule 405) relating to the Notes that is (i) required to be filed with the Commission by the Issuer, (ii) a “road show that is a written communication” within the meaning of Rule 433(d)(8)(i), whether or not required to be filed with the Commission, or (iii) exempt from filing with the Commission pursuant to Rule 433(d)(5)(i) because it contains a description of the Notes or of the offering thereof that does not reflect the final terms, in each case in the form filed or required to be filed with the Commission or, if not required to be filed, in the form retained in the Issuer’s records pursuant to Rule 433(g).

Any certificate signed by an officer of the Issuer and delivered to the Underwriters or to counsel for the Underwriters shall be deemed to be a representation and warranty by the Issuer to each Underwriter as to the matters set forth therein.
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SECTION 2. [image: ]Purchase, Sale and Delivery of the Notes.

(a) The Notes. The Issuer agrees to issue and sell to the Underwriters, severally and not jointly, all of the Notes, and subject to the

conditions set forth herein, the Underwriters agree, severally and not jointly, to purchase from the Issuer the aggregate principal amount of Notes set forth opposite their names on Schedule A, at a purchase price of 99.702% of the principal amount thereof in the case of the 2031 Notes, at a purchase price of 99.457% of the principal amount thereof in the case of the 2033 Notes, at a purchase price of 99.564% of the principal amount thereof in the case of the 2036 Notes and at a purchase price of 98.881% of the principal amount thereof in the case of the 2056 Notes, in each case, payable on the Closing Date and on the basis of the representations, warranties and agreements herein contained, and upon the terms herein set forth.

(b) The Closing Date. Delivery of certificates for the Notes in definitive form to be purchased by the Underwriters and payment therefor shall be made at the offices of Simpson Thacher & Bartlett LLP, 2475 Hanover Street, Palo Alto, California 94304 (or such other place as may be agreed to by the Issuer and the Representatives) at 9:00 a.m. New York City time, on January 13, 2026, or such other time and date as the Representatives and the Issuer shall mutually agree (the time and date of such closing are called the “Closing Date”).

(c) Delivery of the Notes. The Issuer shall deliver, or cause to be delivered, to the Representatives for the accounts of the several Underwriters certificates for the Notes at the Closing Date against the wire transfer of immediately available funds for the amount of the purchase price therefor. The certificates for the Notes shall be in such denominations and registered in the name of Cede & Co., as nominee of the Depositary, and shall be made available for inspection on the business day preceding the Closing Date at a location in New York City, as the Representatives may designate.

(d) Public Offering of the Notes. The Representatives hereby advise the Issuer that the Underwriters intend to offer for sale to the public, as described in the General Disclosure Package and the Prospectus, their respective portions of the Notes as soon after the Applicable Time as the Representatives, in their sole judgment, have determined is advisable and practicable.

(e) Payment for the Notes. Payment for the Notes shall be made to the Issuer on the Closing Date by wire transfer of immediately available funds to an account designated by the Issuer. It is understood that each Underwriter has authorized the Representatives, for its account, to accept delivery of, receipt for, and make payment of the purchase price for, the Notes which it has agreed to purchase. The Representatives may (but shall not be obligated to) make payment of the purchase price for the Notes to be purchased by any Underwriter whose funds have not been received by the Closing Date, but such payment shall not relieve such Underwriter from its obligations hereunder.

SECTION 3. Additional Covenants. The Issuer further covenants and agrees with each Underwriter as follows:

(a) Compliance with Commission Requests. The Issuer, subject to Section 3(k) hereof, will comply with the requirements of Rule 430B, and will notify the Representatives immediately, and confirm the notice in writing, (i) when any post-effective amendment to the Registration Statement or any new registration statement relating to the Notes shall become effective or any amendment or supplement to the General Disclosure Package or the Prospectus shall have been used or filed, as the case may be, including any
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document incorporated by reference therein, in each case only as permitted by this Section 3, (ii) of the receipt of any comments from the Commission to the Registration Statement, General Disclosure Package or the Prospectus, (iii) of any request by the Commission for any amendment to the Registration Statement or any amendment or supplement to the General Disclosure Package or the Prospectus, including any document incorporated by reference therein, or for additional information, (iv) of the issuance by the Commission of any stop order suspending the effectiveness of the Registration Statement or any post-effective amendment thereto or any notice of objection to the use of the Registration Statement or any post-effective amendment thereto pursuant to Rule 401(g)(2) or of the issuance of any order preventing or suspending the use of any preliminary prospectus or the Prospectus or any amendment or supplement thereto, or of the suspension of the qualification of the Notes for offering or sale in any jurisdiction, or of the initiation or threatening of any proceedings for any of such purposes or of any examination pursuant to Section 8(d) or 8(e) of the 1933 Act concerning the Registration Statement and (v) if the Issuer becomes the subject of a proceeding under Section 8A of the 1933 Act in connection with the offering of the Notes. The Issuer will effect all filings required under Rule 424(b), in the manner and within the time period required by Rule 424(b) (without reliance on Rule 424(b)(8)). The Issuer will use its reasonable best efforts to prevent the issuance of such stop order or the suspension of any such qualification and, if issued, to obtain as soon as possible the withdrawal thereof. The Issuer shall pay the required Commission filing fees relating to the Notes within the time required by Rule 456(b)(1)(i) of the 1933 Act Regulations without regard to the proviso therein and otherwise in accordance with Rules 456(b) and 457(r) of the 1933 Act Regulations.[image: ]

(b) Preparation of Prospectus; Underwriters’ Review of Proposed Amendments and Supplements and Company Additional Written Communications. As promptly as practicable following the Applicable Time and in any event not later than the second business day following the date hereof, the Issuer will prepare and deliver to the Underwriters the Prospectus, which shall consist of the preliminary prospectus as modified only by the information contained in the General Disclosure Package. The Issuer will not amend or supplement the preliminary prospectus or the General Disclosure Package. The Issuer will not amend or supplement the Final Prospectus prior to the Closing Date unless the Representatives shall previously have been furnished a copy of the proposed amendment or supplement at least two business days prior to the proposed use or filing, and shall not have objected to such amendment or supplement. Before making, preparing, using, authorizing, approving or distributing any Company Additional Written Communication, the Issuer will furnish to the Representatives a copy of such written communication for review and will not make, prepare, use, authorize, approve or distribute any such written communication to which the Representatives reasonably object.

(c) Filing or Use of Amendments or Supplements. The Issuer will give the Representatives written notice of its intention to file or use any amendment to the Registration Statement or any amendment or supplement to the General Disclosure Package or the Prospectus, whether pursuant to the 1933 Act, the 1933 Act Regulations, the 1934 Act or the 1934 Act Regulations or otherwise, from the Applicable Time to the later of (i) the time when a prospectus relating to the Notes is no longer required by the 1933 Act (without giving effect to Rule 172) to be delivered in connection with sales of
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the Notes and (ii) the Closing Date, and will furnish the Representatives with copies of any such amendment or supplement a reasonable amount of time prior to such proposed filing or use, as the case may be, and will not file or use any such amendment or supplement to which the Representatives or counsel for the Underwriters shall reasonably object. The Issuer hereby expressly acknowledges that the indemnification and contribution provisions of Sections 7 and 8 hereof are specifically applicable and relate to each prospectus, amendment or supplement referred to in this Section 3.[image: ]

(e) Blue Sky Compliance. The Issuer shall cooperate with the Representatives and counsel for the Underwriters as the Underwriters may reasonably request from time to time to qualify or register (or to obtain exemptions from qualifying or registering) all or any part of the Notes for offer and sale under the securities laws of the several states of the United States, the provinces of Canada or any other jurisdictions reasonably designated by the Representatives, shall comply with such laws and shall continue such qualifications, registrations and exemptions in effect so long as required for the distribution of the Notes. The Issuer shall not be required to qualify as a foreign corporation or to take any action that would subject it to general service of process in any such jurisdiction where it is not presently qualified or where it would thereby become subject to taxation. The Issuer will advise the Representatives promptly of the suspension of the qualification or registration of (or any such exemption relating to) the Notes for offering, sale or trading in any jurisdiction or, if known to the Issuer, any initiation or threat of any proceeding for any such purpose, and in the event of the issuance of any order suspending such qualification, registration or exemption, the Issuer shall use its reasonable best efforts to obtain the withdrawal thereof at the earliest possible moment.

(f) Use of Proceeds. The Issuer shall apply the net proceeds from the sale of the Notes sold by them in the manner described under the caption “Use of Proceeds” in the General Disclosure Package.

(g) The Depositary. The Issuer will cooperate with the Underwriters and use their reasonable best efforts to permit the Notes to be eligible for clearance and settlement through the facilities of the Depositary.

(k) Continued Compliance with Securities Law. If at any time when a prospectus relating to the Notes is (or, but for the exception afforded by Rule 172 of the 1933 Act Regulations (“Rule 172”), would be) required by the 1933 Act to be delivered by an Underwriter in connection with sales of the Notes any event shall occur or condition shall exist as a result of which it is necessary, in the opinion of counsel for the Underwriters or for the Issuer, to (i) amend the Registration Statement in order that the Registration Statement will not include an untrue statement of a material fact or omit to state a material fact required to be stated therein or necessary to make the statements therein not misleading,

(ai) amend or supplement the General Disclosure Package or the Prospectus in order that the General Disclosure Package or the Prospectus, as the case may be, will not include any untrue statement of a material fact or omit to state a material fact necessary in order to make the statements therein not misleading in the light of the circumstances existing at the time it is delivered to a purchaser or (iii) amend the Registration Statement or amend or supplement the General Disclosure Package or the Prospectus, as the case may be, including, without limitation, any document incorporated therein by reference, in order to comply with the applicable requirements of the 1933 Act, the 1933 Act Regulations, the 1934 Act or the 1934 Act Regulations, the Issuer will promptly (A) give the Representatives written notice of such event or condition, (B) prepare any amendment or supplement as may be necessary to correct such statement or omission or to make the Registration Statement, the General Disclosure Package or the Prospectus comply with such requirements and, a reasonable amount of time prior to any proposed filing or use, furnish the Representatives with copies of any such amendment or supplement and (C) file with the Commission any such amendment or supplement and use its commercially reasonable efforts to have any amendment to the Registration Statement declared effective by the Commission as soon as possible if the Issuer is no longer eligible to file an automatic shelf registration statement, provided that the Issuer shall not file or use any such amendment or supplement to which the Representatives or counsel for the Underwriters shall reasonably object.

(l) Delivery of Prospectuses. The Issuer has delivered to each Underwriter, without charge, as many copies of each preliminary prospectus as such Underwriter reasonably requested. The Issuer will furnish to each Underwriter, without charge, during the period when a prospectus relating to the Notes is (or, but for the exception afforded by Rule 172, would be) required by the 1933 Act to be delivered to Underwriters in connection with sales of the Notes, such number of copies of the Prospectus (as amended or supplemented) as such Underwriter may reasonably request.

(m) Earning Statements. The Issuer will timely file such reports pursuant to the 1934 Act as are necessary in order to make generally available to its securityholders as soon as practicable an earning statement for the purposes of, and to provide to the Underwriters the benefits contemplated by, the last paragraph of Section 11(a) of the 1933 Act.
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(n) Reporting Requirements. The Issuer will furnish to each Underwriter, without charge, a copy of the Final Term Sheet promptly upon its completion, which requirement may be satisfied by delivery of the Final Term Sheet by telecopier, facsimile or other electronic transmission (i.e., a “pdf” or “tif”).

(p) Issuer Free Writing Prospectuses. Prior to the Closing Date, the Issuer agrees that, unless it obtains the prior written consent of the Representatives it will not make any offer relating to the Notes that would constitute an Issuer Free Writing Prospectus or that would otherwise constitute a “free writing prospectus,” or a portion thereof, required to be filed by the Issuer with the Commission or retained by the Issuer under Rule 433; provided that the Representatives will be deemed to have consented to the Issuer General Use Free Writing Prospectuses listed on Schedule B hereto and any “road show that is a written communication” within the meaning of Rule 433(d)(8)(i) that has been reviewed by the Representatives. If at any time following issuance of an Issuer Free Writing Prospectus there occurred or occurs an event or development as a result of which such Issuer Free Writing Prospectus conflicted or would conflict with the information contained in the Registration Statement, any preliminary prospectus or the Prospectus or included or would include an untrue statement of a material fact or omitted or would omit to state a material fact necessary in order to make the statements therein, in the light of the circumstances existing at that subsequent time, not misleading, the Issuer will promptly notify the Representatives in writing and will promptly amend or supplement, at its own expense, such Issuer Free Writing Prospectus to eliminate or correct such conflict, untrue statement or omission.

(q) Eligibility of Automatic Shelf Registration Statement Form. If at any time when Notes remain unsold by the Underwriters the Issuer receives a notice from the Commission pursuant to Rule 401(g)(2) or otherwise ceases to be eligible to use the automatic shelf registration statement form, the Issuer will (i) promptly notify the Representatives in writing, (ii) use its reasonable best efforts to promptly file a new registration statement or post-effective amendment on the proper form relating to such Notes, in a form and substance satisfactory to the Underwriters, (iii) use its reasonable best efforts to cause such registration statement or post-effective amendment to be declared effective as soon as practicable and (iv) promptly notify the Representatives in writing of such effectiveness. The Issuer will use its reasonable best efforts to take all other action necessary or appropriate to permit the public offering and sale of the Notes to continue as contemplated in the Registration Statement that was the subject of the Rule 401(g)(2) notice or for which the Issuer has otherwise become ineligible. References herein to the “Registration Statement” shall include such new registration statement or post-effective amendment, as the case may be.
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(r) No Manipulation of Price. The Representatives on behalf of the several Underwriters may, in their sole discretion, waive in writing the performance by the Issuer of any one or more of the foregoing covenants or extend the time for their performance.

SECTION 4. Payment of Expenses. The Issuer agrees to pay all costs, fees and expenses incurred in connection with the performance of its obligations hereunder and in connection with the transactions contemplated hereby, including, without limitation, (i) all expenses incident to the issuance and delivery of the Notes (including all printing and engraving costs), (ii) all necessary issue, transfer and other stamp taxes in connection with the issuance and sale of the Notes to the Underwriters, (iii) all fees and expenses of the Issuer’s counsel, independent public or certified public accountants and other advisors to the Issuer, (iv) all costs and expenses incurred in connection with the preparation, printing, filing, shipping and distribution (including any form of electronic distribution) of the preliminary prospectus, each Issuer Free Writing Prospectus and the Prospectus and any amendments or supplements thereto and any costs associated with electronic delivery of any of the foregoing by the Underwriters to investors,

(v) all filing fees, attorneys’ fees and expenses incurred by the Issuer in connection with qualifying or registering (or obtaining exemptions from the qualification or registration of) all or any part of the Notes for offer and sale under the securities laws of the several states of the United States, the provinces of Canada or other jurisdictions designated by the Underwriters (including, without limitation, the cost of preparing, printing and mailing preliminary and final “blue sky” or legal investment memoranda and any related supplements to each Issuer Free Writing Prospectus and the Prospectus), (vi) the fees and expenses of the Trustee, including the fees and disbursements of counsel for the Trustee in connection with the Indenture and the Notes, (vii) any fees payable in connection with the rating of the Notes with the ratings agencies, (viii) all fees and expenses (including reasonable fees and expenses of counsel) of the Issuer in connection with approval of the Notes by the Depositary for “book-entry” transfer, (ix) the filing fees incident to, and the reasonable and documented fees and disbursements of one counsel to the Underwriters in connection with, the review by FINRA, if required, of the terms of the sale of the Notes, and (x) all other fees, costs and expenses in connection with the performance by the Issuer of its other obligations under this Agreement. Except as provided in this Section 4 and Sections 6, 7 and 8 hereof, the Underwriters shall pay their own expenses, including the fees and disbursements of their counsel and any stamp or transfer taxes in connection with the transfer of the Notes by them.
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SECTION 5. [image: ]Conditions of the Obligations of the Underwriters. The obligations of the several Underwriters to purchase and pay for the Notes as provided herein on the Closing Date shall be subject to the accuracy of the representations and warranties on the part of the Issuer set forth in Section 1 hereof as of the date hereof and as of the Closing Date as though then made and to the timely performance by the Issuer of their covenants and other obligations hereunder, and to each of the following additional conditions:

(b) Bring-down Comfort Letter. On the Closing Date, the Underwriters shall have received from PricewaterhouseCoopers LLP a “bring-down comfort letter” dated the Closing Date addressed to the Underwriters, in form and substance satisfactory to the Representatives, in the form of the Issuer Comfort Letter, except that (i) the Issuer Comfort Letter shall cover the financial information included or incorporated by reference in the Final Prospectus and any amendment or supplement thereto and (ii) procedures shall be brought down to a date no more than 3 business days prior to the Closing Date.

(c) No Material Adverse Change or Ratings Agency Change. For the period from and after the date of this Agreement and prior to the Closing Date:

(i) in the judgment of the Representatives there shall not have occurred any Material Adverse Change; and

(ii) there shall not have occurred any downgrading, nor shall any notice have been given of any intended or potential downgrading or of any review for a possible change that does not indicate the direction of the possible change, in the rating accorded any Notes of the Issuer or any of its subsidiaries by any “nationally recognized statistical rating organization” as such term is defined for the purposes of Section 3(a)(62) of the 1934 Act.

(d) Opinion of U.S. Counsel for the Issuer. On the Closing Date the Underwriters shall have received the opinions of Wachtell, Lipton, Rosen & Katz, U.S. counsel for the Issuer, dated as of such Closing Date, substantially in the forms agreed to between U.S. counsel for the Issuer and Simpson Thacher & Bartlett LLP, counsel for the Underwriters, on or prior to the date hereof.

Each preliminary prospectus, each Issuer Free Writing Prospectus and the Prospectus have been filed as required by Rule 424(b) (without reliance on Rule 424(b)(8)) and Rule 433, as applicable, within the time period prescribed by, and in compliance with, the 1933 Act Regulations. No stop order suspending the effectiveness of the Registration Statement or any post-effective amendment thereto has been issued under the 1933 Act, no notice of objection to the use of the Registration Statement or any post-effective amendment thereto pursuant to Rule 401(g)(2) has been received by the Issuer, no order preventing or suspending the use of any preliminary prospectus or the Prospectus or any amendment or supplement thereto has been issued and no proceedings for any of those purposes have been instituted or are pending or, to the Issuer’s knowledge, contemplated. The Issuer has complied with each
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request (if any) from the Commission for additional information. The Issuer shall have paid the required Commission filing fees relating to the Notes within the time period required by Rule 456(b)(1)(i) of the 1933 Act Regulations without regard to the proviso therein and otherwise in accordance with Rules 456(b) and 457(r) of the 1933 Act Regulations and, if applicable, shall have updated the “Calculation of Registration Fee” table in accordance with Rule 456(b)(1)(ii) in a post-effective amendment to the Registration Statement.[image: ]

If any condition specified in this Section 5 is not satisfied when and as required to be satisfied, this Agreement may be terminated by the Representatives by notice to the Issuer at any time on or prior to the Closing Date, which termination shall be without liability on the part of any party to any other party, except that Sections 4, 6, 7, 8 and 15 hereof shall at all times be effective and shall survive such termination.

SECTION 6. Reimbursement of Underwriters’ Expenses. If this Agreement is terminated by the Representatives pursuant to Section 5 or 9 hereof, including if the sale to the Underwriters of the Notes on the Closing Date is not consummated because of any refusal, inability or failure on the part of the Issuer to perform any agreement herein or to comply with any provision hereof other than by reason of a default by any of the Underwriters, the Issuer agrees to reimburse the Underwriters, severally, upon demand for all documented out-of-pocket expenses that shall have been reasonably incurred by the Underwriters in connection with the proposed purchase and the offering and sale of the Notes, including, without limitation, fees and disbursements of counsel, printing expenses, travel expenses, postage, facsimile and telephone charges.

SECTION 7. Indemnification.

(a) Indemnification of the Underwriters. The Issuer agrees to indemnify and hold harmless each Underwriter, its affiliates, directors, officers and employees, and each person, if any, who controls any Underwriter within the meaning of Section 15 of the 1933 Act and Section 20 of the 1934 Act against any loss, claim, damage, liability or expense, as incurred, to which such Underwriter, affiliate, director, officer, employee or controlling person may become subject, under the 1933 Act, the 1934 Act or other federal or state statutory law or regulation, or at common law or otherwise (including in settlement of any litigation, if such settlement is effected with the written consent of the Issuer), insofar as such loss, claim, damage, liability or expense (or actions in respect thereof as contemplated below) arises out of or is based upon any untrue statement or alleged untrue statement of a material fact contained in the Registration Statement (or any amendment thereto), including any information deemed to be a part thereof pursuant to Rule 430B, or the omission or alleged omission therefrom of a material fact required to be stated therein or necessary to make the statements therein not misleading or arising out of any untrue statement or alleged untrue statement of material fact included in any preliminary prospectus, any Issuer Free Writing Prospectus, the General Disclosure Package, the Prospectus (or any amendment or supplement thereto) or any Company Additional Written Communication, or the omission or alleged omission therefrom of a material fact necessary in order to make the statements therein, in the light of the circumstances under which they were made, not misleading, and to reimburse each Underwriter and each such affiliate, director, officer, employee or controlling person for any and all expenses (including the
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reasonable fees and disbursements of one counsel chosen by the Representatives) as such expenses are reasonably incurred by such Underwriter or such affiliate, director, officer, employee or controlling person in connection with investigating, defending, settling, compromising or paying any such loss, claim, damage, liability, expense or action; [image: ]provided, however, that the foregoing indemnity agreement shall not apply to any loss, claim, damage, liability or expense to the extent, but only to the extent, arising out of or based upon any untrue statement or alleged untrue statement or omission or alleged omission made in reliance upon and in conformity with written information furnished to the Issuer by an Underwriter through the Representatives expressly for use in the Registration Statement, in any preliminary prospectus, any Issuer Free Writing Prospectus, the General Disclosure Package, the Prospectus (or any amendment or supplement thereto) or any Company Additional Written Communication. The indemnity agreement set forth in this Section 7(a) shall be in addition to any liabilities that the Issuer may otherwise have.

(b) Indemnification of the Issuer. Each Underwriter agrees, severally and not jointly, to indemnify and hold harmless the Issuer, its affiliates, its directors, each of its officers, and each person, if any, who controls the Issuer within the meaning of Section 15 of the 1933 Act or Section 20 of the 1934 Act, against any loss, claim, damage, liability or expense, as incurred, to which the Issuer or any such director, officer or controlling person may become subject, under the 1933 Act, the 1934 Act, or other federal or state statutory law or regulation, or at common law or otherwise (including in settlement of any litigation, if such settlement is effected with the written consent of such Underwriter), insofar as such loss, claim, damage, liability or expense (or actions in respect thereof as contemplated below) arises out of or is based upon any untrue statement or alleged untrue statement of a material fact contained in the Registration Statement (or any amendment thereto), including any information deemed to be a part thereof pursuant to Rule 430B or in any preliminary prospectus, any Issuer Free Writing Prospectus, the General Disclosure Package, the Prospectus (or any amendment or supplement thereto) or any Company Additional Written Communication, or the omission or alleged omission therefrom of a material fact necessary in order to make the statements therein, in the light of the circumstances under which they were made, not misleading, in each case to the extent, but only to the extent, that such untrue statement or alleged untrue statement or omission or alleged omission was made in the Registration Statement (or any amendment thereto), including any information deemed to be a part thereof pursuant to Rule 430B or in any preliminary prospectus, any Issuer Free Writing Prospectus, the General Disclosure Package, the Prospectus (or any amendment or supplement thereto) or any Company Additional Written Communication, in reliance upon and in conformity with written information furnished to the Issuer by such Underwriter through the Representatives expressly for use therein; and to reimburse the Issuer and each such director, officer or controlling person for any and all expenses (including the reasonable fees and disbursements of one counsel selected by the Issuer) as such expenses are reasonably incurred by the Issuer or such director, officer or controlling person in connection with investigating, defending, settling, compromising or paying any such loss, claim, damage, liability, expense or action. The Issuer hereby acknowledges that the only information that the Underwriters through the Representatives have furnished to the Issuer expressly for use in the Registration Statement, any preliminary prospectus, any Issuer Free Writing Prospectus, the General Disclosure Package, the Prospectus (or any amendment or supplement thereto) or any Company Additional Written Communication are the statements set forth in the Underwriter Information. The indemnity agreement set forth in this Section 7(b) shall be in addition to any liabilities that each Underwriter may otherwise have.
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(c) Notifications and Other Indemnification Procedures[image: ]. Promptly after receipt by an indemnified party under this Section 7 of notice of the commencement of any action, such indemnified party will, if a claim in respect thereof is to be made against an indemnifying party under this Section 7, notify the indemnifying party in writing of the commencement thereof; provided that the failure to so notify the indemnifying party will not relieve it from any liability which it may have to any indemnified party under this Section 7 except to the extent that it has been prejudiced by such failure and shall not relieve the indemnifying party from any liability that the indemnifying party may have to an indemnified party other than under this Section 7. In case any such action is brought against any indemnified party and such indemnified party seeks or intends to seek indemnity from an indemnifying party, the indemnifying party will be entitled to participate in and, to the extent that it shall elect, jointly with all other indemnifying parties similarly notified, by written notice delivered to the indemnified party promptly after receiving the aforesaid notice from such indemnified party, to assume the defense thereof with counsel reasonably satisfactory to such indemnified party; provided, however, if the defendants in any such action include both the indemnified party and the indemnifying party and the indemnified party shall have reasonably concluded upon the advice of counsel that a conflict may arise between the positions of the indemnifying party and the indemnified party in conducting the defense of any such action or that there may be legal defenses available to it and/or other indemnified parties which are different from or additional to those available to the indemnifying party, the indemnified party or parties shall have the right to select one separate counsel to assume such legal defenses and to otherwise participate in the defense of such action on behalf of such indemnified party or parties. Upon receipt of notice from the indemnifying party to such indemnified party of such indemnifying party’s election so to assume the defense of such action and approval by the indemnified party of counsel, the indemnifying party will not be liable to such indemnified party under this Section 7 for any legal or other expenses subsequently incurred by such indemnified party in connection with the defense thereof unless (i) the indemnified party shall have employed separate counsel in accordance with the proviso to the immediately preceding sentence (it being understood, however, that the indemnifying party shall not be liable for the expenses of more than one separate counsel (together with local counsel (in each jurisdiction)), which shall be selected by the Representatives (in the case of counsel representing the Underwriters or their related persons), representing the indemnified parties who are parties to such action) or (ii) the indemnifying party shall not have employed counsel satisfactory to the indemnified party to represent the indemnified party within a reasonable time after notice of commencement of the action, in each of which cases the fees and expenses of counsel shall be at the expense of the indemnifying party.
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(d) Settlements. [image: ]The indemnifying party under this Section 7 shall not be liable for any settlement of any proceeding effected without its written consent, which will not be unreasonably withheld, but if settled with such consent or if there be a final judgment for the plaintiff, the indemnifying party agrees to indemnify the indemnified party against any loss, claim, damage, liability or expense by reason of such settlement or judgment. No indemnifying party shall, without the prior written consent of the indemnified party, effect any settlement, compromise or consent to the entry of judgment in any pending or threatened action, suit or proceeding in respect of which any indemnified party is or could have been a party and indemnity was or could have been sought hereunder by such indemnified party, unless such settlement, compromise or consent

(i) includes an unconditional release of such indemnified party from all liability on claims that are the subject matter of such action, suit or proceeding and (ii) does not include any statements as to or any findings of fault, culpability or failure to act by or on behalf of any indemnified party.

SECTION 8. Contribution. If the indemnification provided for in Section 7 hereof is for any reason held to be unavailable to or otherwise insufficient to hold harmless an indemnified party in respect of any losses, claims, damages, liabilities or expenses referred to therein, then each indemnifying party shall contribute to the aggregate amount paid or payable by such indemnified party, as incurred, as a result of any losses, claims, damages, liabilities or expenses referred to therein (i) in such proportion as is appropriate to reflect the relative benefits received by the Issuer, on the one hand, and the Underwriters, on the other hand, from the offering of the Notes pursuant to this Agreement or (ii) if the allocation provided by clause

SECTION 9. Termination of this Agreement. Prior to the Closing Date, this Agreement may be terminated by the Representatives by notice given to the Issuer if at any time: (i) (A) trading or quotation in any of the Issuer’s securities shall have been suspended or limited by the Commission or by the Nasdaq Global Select Market, or (B) trading in securities generally on either the Nasdaq Global Select Market or the New York Stock Exchange shall have been suspended or limited, or minimum or maximum prices shall have been generally established on any of such quotation system or stock exchange by the Commission or FINRA; (ii) a general banking moratorium shall have been declared by any of U.S. federal or New York authorities;

(iii) there shall have occurred any outbreak or escalation of national or international hostilities or any crisis or calamity involving the United States, or any change in the United States or international financial markets, or any substantial change or development involving a prospective substantial change in United States’ or international political, financial or economic conditions, as in the judgment of the Representatives is material and adverse and makes it impracticable or inadvisable to proceed with the offering, sale or delivery of the Notes in the manner and on the terms described in the General Disclosure Package or to enforce contracts for the sale of securities; (iv) in the judgment of the Representatives there shall have occurred any Material Adverse Change; or (v) there shall have occurred a material disruption in commercial banking or securities settlement or clearance services.

SECTION 10. Representations and Indemnities to Survive Delivery. This Agreement will inure to the benefit of and be binding upon the parties hereto, and to the benefit of the indemnified parties referred to in Sections 7 and 8 hereof, and in each case their respective successors, and no other person will have any right or obligation hereunder. The term “successors” shall not include any purchaser of the Notes as such from any of the Underwriters merely by reason of such purchase.

47.3(b); or (iii) a “covered FSI” as that term is defined in, and interpreted in accordance with, 12 C.F.R. § 382.2(b); (c) the term “Default Right” has the meaning assigned to that term in, and shall be interpreted in accordance with, 12 C.F.R. §§ 252.81, 47.2 or 382.1, as applicable; and (d) the term “U.S. Special Resolution Regime” means each of (i) the Federal Deposit Insurance Act and the regulations promulgated thereunder and (ii) Title II of the Dodd-Frank Wall Street Reform and Consumer Protection Act and the regulations promulgated thereunder.

SECTION 20. Compliance with USA PATRIOT Act. In accordance with the requirements of the USA PATRIOT Act (Title III of Pub. SUPPLEMENTAL INDENTURE NO. 6, dated as of January 13, 2026 (this “Sixth Supplemental Indenture”), between Broadcom Inc. (the

“Company”), a Delaware corporation, and Wilmington Trust, National Association, as trustee (the “Trustee”), to the Base Indenture (as defined below).


RECITALS

WHEREAS, the Company has heretofore executed and delivered to the Trustee an indenture, dated as of July 12, 2024 (the “Base Indenture” and, together with this Sixth Supplemental Indenture, the “Indenture”), providing for the issuance from time to time of its notes and other evidences of debt securities, to be issued in one or more series as therein provided;

WHEREAS, pursuant to the terms of the Base Indenture, on the date hereof, the Company desires to provide for the establishment of four new series of notes to be known as its 4.300% Senior Notes due 2031 (the “2031 Notes”), 4.600% Senior Notes due 2033 (the “2033 Notes”), 4.950% Senior Notes due 2036 (the “2036 Notes”) and 5.700% Senior Notes due 2056 (the “2056 Notes” and, together with the 2031 Notes, the 2033 Notes and the 2036 Notes, the “Notes”), the form and substance of such notes and the terms, provisions and conditions thereof to be set forth as provided in the Base Indenture and herein;

WHEREAS, the conditions set forth in the Base Indenture for the execution and delivery of this Sixth Supplemental Indenture have been met;

and

WHEREAS, the Company has requested and hereby requests that the Trustee join with it in the execution and delivery of this Sixth Supplemental Indenture, and all acts and requirements necessary to make this Sixth Supplemental Indenture a legal, valid and binding agreement of the parties, in accordance with its terms, and a valid supplement to, the Base Indenture with respect to the Notes have been done and performed.

WITNESSETH:

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the premises contained herein, each party agrees for the benefit of each other party and for the equal and ratable benefit of the Holders of the Notes, as follows:

Article One

Definitions and Other Provisions of General Application

Section 1.01 References. Capitalized terms used but not defined in this Sixth Supplemental Indenture shall have the meanings ascribed to them in the Base Indenture. References in this Sixth Supplemental Indenture to article and section numbers shall be deemed to be references to article and section numbers of this Sixth Supplemental Indenture unless otherwise specified.
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Section 1.02 [image: ]Definitions. For purposes of this Sixth Supplemental Indenture, the following terms have the meanings ascribed to them as follows:

“2031 Notes” has the meaning provided in the Recitals.

“2033 Notes” has the meaning provided in the Recitals.

“2036 Notes” has the meaning provided in the Recitals.

“2056 Notes” has the meaning provided in the Recitals.

“Additional Notes” means any additional Notes that may be issued from time to time pursuant to Section 301 of the Base Indenture.

“Applicable Procedures” means, with respect to any payment, tender, redemption, transfer, or exchange of or for beneficial interests in any Global Note, the rules and procedures of the Depositary that apply to such payment, tender, redemption, transfer or exchange.

“Base Indenture” has the meaning provided in the Recitals.

“Company” has the meaning provided in the Preamble.

“Custodian” means the Trustee, as custodian with respect to the Global Notes, or any successor entity thereto.

“Definitive Note” means a certificated Note issued pursuant to the Indenture that does not include the Global Notes legend.

“Depositary” means The Depository Trust Company, its nominees and their respective successors and assigns, or such other depository institution hereinafter appointed by the Company.

“Global Note” means one or more Notes that are Global Securities.

“Indenture” has the meaning provided in the Recitals.

“Interest Payment Date” has the meaning provided in Section 2.06.

“Notes” has the meaning provided in the Recitals. For the avoidance of doubt, “Notes” shall include any Additional Notes issued pursuant to Section 301 of the Base Indenture, unless the context provides otherwise.

“Par Call Date” means (i) December 15, 2030, in the case of the 2031 Notes, (ii) November 15, 2032, in the case of the 2033 Notes, (iii) October 15, 2035, in the case of the 2036 Notes and (iv) July 15, 2055, in the case of the 2056 Notes.

“Sixth Supplemental Indenture” has the meaning provided in the Preamble.
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“[image: ]Treasury Rate” means, with respect to any Redemption Date pursuant to Section 3.01, the yield determined by the Company in accordance with the following two clauses:

(a) The Treasury Rate applicable to a series of Notes shall be determined by the Company after 4:15 p.m., New York City time (or after such time as yields on U.S. government securities are posted daily by the Board of Governors of the Federal Reserve System), on the third Business Day preceding such Redemption Date based upon the yield or yields for the most recent day that appear after such time on such day in the most recent statistical release published by the Board of Governors of the Federal Reserve System designated as “Selected Interest Rates (Daily)—H.15” (or any successor designation or publication) (“H.15”) under the caption “U.S. government securities—Treasury constant maturities—Nominal” (or any successor caption or heading) (“H.15 TCM”). In determining the applicable Treasury Rate, the Company shall select, as applicable: (1) the yield for the Treasury constant maturity on H.15 exactly equal to the period from the Redemption Date to the applicable Par Call Date (the “Remaining Life”); or

(2) if there is no such Treasury constant maturity on H.15 exactly equal to the Remaining Life, the two yields—one yield corresponding to the Treasury constant maturity on H.15 immediately shorter than and one yield corresponding to the Treasury constant maturity on H.15 immediately longer than the Remaining Life—and shall interpolate to the applicable Par Call Date, on a straight-line basis (using the actual number of days) using such yields and rounding the result to three decimal places; or (3) if there is no such Treasury constant maturity on H.15 shorter than or longer than the Remaining Life, the yield for the single Treasury constant maturity on H.15 closest to the Remaining Life. For purposes of this clause (a), the applicable Treasury constant maturity or maturities on H.15 shall be deemed to have a maturity date equal to the relevant number of months or years, as applicable, of such Treasury constant maturity from such Redemption Date.

(b) If on the third Business Day preceding such Redemption Date H.15 TCM or any successor designation or publication is no longer published, the Company shall calculate the applicable Treasury Rate based on the rate per annum equal to the semi-annual equivalent yield to maturity at 11:00 a.m., New York City time, on the second Business Day preceding such redemption date of the United States Treasury security maturing on, or with a maturity that is closest to, the applicable Par Call Date, as applicable. If there is no United States Treasury security maturing on the applicable Par Call Date, but there are two or more United States Treasury securities with a maturity date equally distant from the applicable Par Call Date, one with a maturity date preceding the applicable Par Call Date, and one with a maturity date following the applicable Par Call Date, the Company shall select the United States Treasury security with a maturity date preceding the applicable Par Call Date. If there are two or more United States Treasury securities maturing on the applicable Par Call Date, or two or more United States Treasury securities meeting the criteria of the preceding sentence, the Company shall select from among these two or more United States Treasury securities the United States Treasury security that is trading closest to par based upon the average of the bid and asked prices for such United States Treasury securities at 11:00 a.m., New York City time. In determining the Treasury Rate in accordance with the terms of this clause (b), the semi-annual yield to maturity of the applicable United States Treasury security shall be based upon the average of the bid and asked prices (expressed as a percentage of principal amount) at 11:00 a.m., New York City time, of such United States Treasury security, and rounded to three decimal places.

Article Two

General Terms and Conditions of the Notes

Section 2.01 Designation and Principal Amount.

(a) There are hereby authorized and designated four series of Notes: the 2031 Notes, the 2033 Notes, the 2036 Notes and the 2056 Notes. The Notes may be authenticated and delivered under the Indenture in an unlimited aggregate principal amount. The Notes issued on the date hereof pursuant to the terms of the Indenture shall be in an aggregate principal amount of $750,000,000 2031 Notes, $1,250,000,000 2033 Notes, $1,250,000,000 2036 Notes and $1,250,000,000 2056 Notes. The amount shall be set forth in the written order of the Company for the authentication and delivery of the Notes pursuant to Section 303 of the Base Indenture. The Notes are unsecured and shall rank equally with the Company’s other unsecured and unsubordinated indebtedness.

Section 2.02 Maturity. Unless an earlier redemption has occurred, the principal amount of the Notes shall mature and be due and payable on January 15, 2031 (in the case of the 2031 Notes), January 15, 2033 (in the case of the 2033 Notes), January 15, 2036 (in the case of the 2036 Notes) and January 15, 2056 (in the case of the 2056 Notes). Such maturity dates for the applicable series of Notes are the “Stated Maturity” for such series of Notes.

Section 2.03 Form and Payment.

(a) The Notes shall be issued initially in the form of one or more Global Notes in fully registered, book-entry form, in minimum denominations of $2,000 and integral multiples of $1,000 in excess thereof.

(b) The Notes (other than, with respect to any Additional Notes, changes relating to the issue date, the public offering price, the payment of interest accruing prior to the issue date or the first Interest Payment Date of such Additional Notes) and the Trustee’s Certificate of Authentication to be endorsed thereon are to be substantially in the form of Exhibit A, which form is hereby incorporated in and made a part of this Sixth Supplemental Indenture.

(c) The terms and provisions contained in the Notes shall constitute, and are hereby expressly made, a part of this Sixth Supplemental Indenture, and the Company and the Trustee, by their execution and delivery of this Sixth Supplemental Indenture, expressly agree to such terms and provisions and to be bound thereby. Payments of principal, premium, if any, and/or interest, if any, on the Global Notes shall be made to the Depositary.

(d) Each Global Note shall represent such of the Outstanding Notes as shall be specified in the “Schedule of Exchanges of Notes” attached thereto and shall provide that it shall represent the aggregate principal amount of Notes from time to time endorsed thereon and that the aggregate principal amount of Outstanding Notes represented thereby may from time to time be reduced or increased to reflect redemptions, repurchases, transfers or exchanges permitted hereby. Any endorsement of the Global Note to reflect the amount of any increase or decrease in the aggregate principal amount of Outstanding Notes represented thereby shall be made by the Trustee or the Custodian, at the direction of the Trustee, in accordance with instructions given by the Holder of such Notes in accordance with the Indenture.
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Section 2.04 [image: ]Depositary.

(a) A Global Note deposited with the Depositary or with the Custodian may be transferred to the beneficial owners thereof in the form of Definitive Notes in an aggregate principal amount equal to the principal amount of such Global Note, in exchange for such Global Note, only if such transfer complies with Section 2.05 below and (i) the Depositary (A) has notified the Company that it is unwilling or unable to continue as Depositary for such Global Note, (B) defaults in the performance of its duties as Depositary, or (C) has ceased to be a clearing agency registered under the Exchange Act at a time when the Depositary is required to be so registered to act as depositary, in each case, unless the Company has approved a successor Depositary within 90 days after receipt of such notice or after it has become aware of such default or cessation or (ii) the Company in its sole discretion determines, subject to the procedures of the Depositary, that such Global Note will be so exchangeable or transferable.

(b) Any Global Note that is transferable to the beneficial owners thereof pursuant to this Section 2.04 shall be surrendered by the Depositary to the Trustee, to be so transferred, in whole or from time to time in part, without charge, and the Trustee shall authenticate and deliver, upon such transfer of each portion of such Global Note, an equal aggregate principal amount of Definitive Notes of authorized denominations. Any portion of a Global Note transferred pursuant to this Section 2.04 shall be executed, authenticated and delivered only in minimum denominations of $2,000 and integral multiples of $1,000 in excess thereof and registered in such names as the Depositary shall direct.

(c) At such time as all beneficial interests in a Global Note have either been exchanged for Definitive Notes, transferred in exchange for an interest in another Global Note, redeemed, repurchased or canceled, such Global Note shall be returned by the Depositary to the Trustee for cancellation or retained and canceled by the Trustee. At any time prior to such cancellation, if any beneficial interest in a Global Note is exchanged for Definitive Notes, transferred in exchange for an interest in another Global Note, redeemed, repurchased or canceled, the principal amount of Notes represented by such Global Note shall be appropriately reduced or increased, and an adjustment shall be made on the books and records of the Trustee (if it is then the Custodian for such Global Note) with respect to such Global Note, by the Trustee or the Custodian, to reflect such reduction or increase.

Section 2.05 Transfer and Exchange.

(a) Transfer and Exchange of Definitive Notes for Definitive Notes. When Definitive Notes are presented to the Security Registrar with a

written request:

(i) to register the transfer of such Definitive Notes; or

(ii) to exchange such Definitive Notes for an equal principal amount of Definitive Notes of other authorized denominations,

the Security Registrar shall register the transfer or make the exchange as requested if its reasonable requirements for such transaction are met; provided, however, that the Definitive Notes surrendered for transfer or exchange shall be duly endorsed or accompanied by a written instrument of transfer in form satisfactory to the Company and the Security Registrar, duly executed by the Holder thereof or his attorney duly authorized in writing.
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(b) Restrictions on Transfer of a Definitive Note for a Beneficial Interest in a Global Note[image: ]. A Definitive Note may not be exchanged for a beneficial interest in a Global Note except upon satisfaction of the requirements set forth below. Upon receipt by the Trustee of a Definitive Note, duly endorsed or accompanied by a written instrument of transfer in form satisfactory to the Security Registrar, together with:

(i) a certification from the transferor in the form provided on the reverse side of the Form of Note attached as Exhibit A to this Sixth Supplemental Indenture for exchange or registration of transfers and, as applicable, delivery of such legal opinions, certifications and other information as may be requested pursuant thereto; and

(ii) written instructions directing the Trustee to make, or to direct the Custodian to make, an adjustment on its books and records with respect to such Global Note to reflect an increase in the aggregate principal amount of the Notes represented by the Global Note, such instructions to contain information regarding the Depositary account to be credited with such increase,

the Trustee shall cancel such Definitive Note and cause, or direct the Custodian to cause, in accordance with the standing instructions and procedures existing between the Depositary and the Custodian, the aggregate principal amount of Notes represented by the Global Note to be increased by the aggregate principal amount of the Definitive Note to be exchanged and shall credit or cause to be credited to the account of the Person specified in such instructions a beneficial interest in the Global Note equal to the principal amount of the Definitive Note so canceled. If the applicable Global Note is not then outstanding, the Company shall issue and the Trustee shall authenticate, upon written order of the Company, a new applicable Global Note in the appropriate principal amount.

(c) Transfer and Exchange of Global Notes.

(i) The transfer and exchange of Global Notes or beneficial interests therein shall be effected through the Depositary, in accordance with the Indenture and the procedures of the Depositary therefor. A transferor of a beneficial interest in a Global Note shall deliver to the Security Registrar a written order given in accordance with the Depositary’s procedures containing information regarding the participant account of the Depositary to be credited with a beneficial interest in such Global Note, or another Global Note, and such account shall be credited in accordance with such order with a beneficial interest in the applicable Global Note and the account of the Person making the transfer shall be debited by an amount equal to the beneficial interest in the Global Note being transferred.
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(ii) If the proposed transfer is a transfer of a beneficial interest in one Global Note to a beneficial interest in another Global Note, the Security Registrar shall reflect on its books and records the date and an increase in the principal amount of the Global Note to which such interest is being transferred in an amount equal to the principal amount of the interest to be so transferred, and the Security Registrar shall reflect on its books and records the date and a corresponding decrease in the principal amount of the Global Note from which such interest is being transferred.[image: ]

(iii) Notwithstanding any other provisions of this Section 2.05, a Global Note may not be transferred except as a whole and not in part if the transfer is by the Depositary to a nominee of the Depositary or by a nominee of the Depositary to the Depositary or another nominee of the Depositary or by the Depositary or any such nominee to a successor Depositary or a nominee of such successor Depositary.

Section 2.06 Interest.

The Company shall pay interest on the 2031 Notes in arrears on January 15 and July 15 of each year, with the first payment on July 15, 2026, to the Persons in whose names such 2031 Notes are registered at the close of business on January 1 and July 1, as the case may be (in each case, whether or not a Business Day), immediately preceding the related Interest Payment Date. The Company shall pay interest on the 2033 Notes in arrears on January 15 and July 15 of each year, with the first payment on July 15, 2026, to the Persons in whose names such 2033 Notes are registered at the close of business on January 1 and July 1, as the case may be (in each case, whether or not a Business Day), immediately preceding the related Interest Payment Date. The Company shall pay interest on the 2036 Notes in arrears on January 15 and July 15 of each year, with the first payment on July 15, 2026, to the Persons in whose names such 2036 Notes are registered at the close of business on January 1 and July 1, as the case may be (in each case, whether or not a Business Day), immediately preceding the related Interest Payment Date. The Company shall pay interest on the 2056 Notes in arrears on January 15 and July 15 of each year, with the first payment on July 15, 2026, to the Persons in whose names such 2056 Notes are registered at the close of business on January 1 and July 1, as the case may be (in each case, whether or not a Business Day), immediately preceding the related Interest Payment Date. Such interest payment dates and record dates for the applicable series of Notes are the “Interest Payment Dates” and “Regular Record Dates,” respectively, for such series of Notes.

In each case, interest payable on the Stated Maturity of the Notes or any Redemption Date of the Notes shall be payable to the Person to whom the principal of such Notes shall be payable. Interest on the Notes shall be computed on the basis of a 360-day year of twelve 30-day months. The Company shall make payments of principal, premium, if any, interest and Additional Amounts, if any, through the Trustee to the Depositary.

Interest payable on any Interest Payment Date, Redemption Date or the Stated Maturity shall be the amount of interest accrued from, and including, the next preceding Interest Payment Date in respect of which interest has been paid or duly provided for (or from and including the original issue date, if no interest has been paid or duly provided for with respect to the applicable series of Notes) to, but excluding, such Interest Payment Date, Redemption Date or the Stated Maturity, as the case may be. If any Interest Payment Date falls on a day that is not a Business Day, the interest payment will be made on the next succeeding day that is a Business Day, but no additional interest will accrue as a result of the delay in payment. If the Stated Maturity or any Redemption Date of the Notes falls on a day that is not a Business Day, the related payment of principal, premium, if any, interest and Additional Amounts, if any, will be made on the next succeeding Business Day as if it were made on the date such payment was due, and no interest will accrue on the amounts so payable for the period from and after such date to the next succeeding Business Day.
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Section 2.07 [image: ]Other Terms and Conditions.

(a) The Notes are not subject to or entitled to the benefit of any sinking fund.

(b) The Defeasance and Covenant Defeasance provisions of Article Fourteen of the Base Indenture will apply to the Notes and the covenants set forth in Article Four of this Sixth Supplemental Indenture shall be subject to the provisions of Section 1403 of the Base Indenture. The provisions of Article Four of the Base Indenture will apply to the Notes.

(c) The Notes will be subject to the Events of Default provided in Section 501 of the Base Indenture.

(d) The Trustee will initially be the Security Registrar and Paying Agent for the Notes.

(e) The Notes will be subject to the covenants provided in Article Ten of the Base Indenture, as supplemented by Article Four of this Sixth Supplemental Indenture.

(f) The Place of Payment for the Notes, and the place where notices and demand to or upon the Company in respect of the Notes and the Indenture may be served, shall be the Corporate Trust Office of the Trustee, which office at the date hereof is located at Wilmington Trust, National Association, 50 South Sixth Street, Suite 1290, Minneapolis, MN 55402, Attention: Broadcom Inc. Administrator, or such other address as the Trustee may designate from time to time by notice to the Holders and the Company, or the principal corporate trust office of any successor Trustee (or such other address as such successor Trustee may designate from time to time by notice to the Holders and the Company); provided, that no office of the Trustee shall be an office or agency of the Company for purposes of service of legal process on the Company.

Article Three

Redemption

Section 3.01 Optional Redemption of the Notes.

(a) Prior to the Par Call Date applicable to a series of Notes, the Company may redeem the Notes of such series at its option, in whole or in part, at any time and from time to time, at a Redemption Price calculated by the Company (expressed as a percentage of principal amount and rounded to three decimal places) equal to the greater of
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(i) (A) the sum of the present values of the remaining scheduled payments of principal and interest thereon discounted to the Redemption Date (assuming the Notes matured on the applicable Par Call Date) on a semi-annual basis (assuming a 360-day year consisting of twelve 30-day months) at the Treasury Rate plus (1) 10 basis points (in the case of the 2031 Notes), (2) 15 basis points (in the case of the 2033 Notes), (3) 15 basis points (in the case of the 2036 Notes) or (4) 15 basis points (in the case of the 2056 Notes) less (B) interest accrued to the Redemption Date, and[image: ]

(ii) 100% of the principal amount of the Notes to be redeemed,

plus, in either case, accrued and unpaid interest, if any, thereon to, but excluding, the Redemption Date.

(b) On or after the Par Call Date applicable to a series of Notes, the Company may redeem the Notes of such series at its option, in whole or in part, at any time and from time to time, at a Redemption Price equal to 100% of the principal amount of the Notes being redeemed plus accrued and unpaid interest, if any, thereon to, but excluding, the applicable Redemption Date.

(c) Unless the Company defaults in payment of the Redemption Price, on and after the Redemption Date interest will cease to accrue on the Notes or portions thereof called for redemption.
